Subject: Examinations & Assessment — 2022 Onwards

This Circular serves to remind all Heads of Schools (HOSs), Divisional and District Officers on the
following;

1.0 There will be no formal assessment or examinations for Years 1-3. Formative Assessments
engaging different assessment types can be used as a diagnostic tool to ascertain the level and
type of interventions to assist learners.

2.0 There will only be Mid-Year and Annual Examinations for all other year levels.

3.0 There will be no Standard Final Examinations. Schools are to prepare their own internal
examination papers.

4.0 There will be no External Examinations for Year 6 and Year 10.
5.0 External Examinations will only be administered at Year 8, Year 12 and Year 13.
6.0 Literacy and Numeracy Assessment (LANA) will be retained for Year 5 and Year 7.

7.0 Given below are the timetables in respect to 2.0, 5.0 and 6.0.
